In this discussion, when Carl Schmitt is mentioned, Maruyama says that when he was staying
in Oxford, IB visited him and told him that “We have only one thing in common: both of us
think Carl Schmitt is our honourable enemy.” Maruyama guesses that somebody had told IB that
he had studied Carl Schmitt, which he did from his early twenties. Maruyama acknowledges a
debt to Schmitt.
